Dennis reported that for 2003 there was $18,000 in the reserve account. The exterior walls painted for $5500.

Review:

. The exterior walls painted for $5500 in 2003.

. For 2004 we have contracted. to paint the view fences on. the east

facing 136th Street and northwest facing Sonora Vista for $9,200. This expense will be paid out of the reserve budget, which had been built up for this job.

. The bylaws were updated to include all rules changed by previous boards; updates also inc1uded the change to the bylaws so that boards


have staggered terms.

. Mistletoe in Palo Verde trees at the end of Estrella was removed.

. A citizens committee of Ken Ash, Ken Goldstein and Ted Collins

worked out a new agreement with Cox for cable service. Current contract will expire on 11/1/04. The new contract at 50% of the prevailing rate is pending our approval. The rate could rise to 60% over the next five years. Homeowners voted 55 to stay with Cox, 14 to get rid of.
