FINANCIALS

WEBSITE

The La Colina web site is up and running. A question arose whether to password protect the site for LC residents because of possible legal liability. The preference was to NOT require yet another password if this could be avoided. The apparent solution was to add a buffer page at the beginning of the web site requiring anyone who wished to go further to click on a box certifying that they are indeed LC residents. While this will not stop the curious, it is designed to address the legal liability issue.

IRRIGATION AND NEW PLANTS

Some plants on Gold Dust apparently lack irrigation. Brad will work with the landscaper to determine which plants will work best in that environment.

LOW VOLTAGE LANDSCAPE LIGHTING

The Board approved spending up to $6,000 for low voltage landscape lighting. This will require transformer boxes that will have to be mounted on the walls.

ENTRANCE SIGNS

The estimates to replace the LC sign at the entrance to the development came in disturbingly high. The tentative solution at this time was to authorize Denny McGill to purchase metal polish at a hardware store and try to touch up the letters. This issue will be revisited in the future when the results of this proposed solution become clear.

CLEAN UP DAY

Clean-Up Day has been postponed until fall because of the likelihood of encountering snakes.

DUMPING

A pool construction company digging and building a pool in Sonora Vista was observed dumping waste dirt at 136th and Shea. A resident of Carino Canyon observed this, copied the license plate and reported it the City. The contractor has agreed to remove all of the waste materials at the site, including those he did not dump.

PEST CONTROL

There was an ant infestation of the green. Denny McGill treated this problem at a cost of $30. This amount will be invoiced to the LC HOA.
