MINUTES
A motion to approve the FEBRUARY MINUTES was seconded and passed unanimously.
FINANCIALS
A motion to approve the February and March 2008 financials was seconded and passed unanimously.
BUSINESS

Sonora Vista Gate
This issue is still in negotiating with Sonora Vista.  La Colina Board has sent SV Board an agreement that LC can live with.  LC is waiting to hear back.  The SV annual meeting is in late April, so a response from them may be delayed until that time.
President’s Expenses
Denny McGill requested reimbursement for the cost of a printer cartridge.  The Board voted unanimously for approval.
Rental Policy

Robin developed a rental policy for use of La Colina homeowners and renters.  This policy will be sent to the owner and signed by the renters and returned to Amcor.  Amcor does not need a copy of the lease. Information regarding the policy will be put in the newsletter.

Wall Painting
The Board received three bids that address repairing and painted all damaged community walls.  Some stucco will be repaired; other areas will be re-stuccoed.  The Board voted unanimously to accept the bid from Advanced for $3000.    Dennis will type up the work order.
Landscaping
The current landscape company will be replaced as of May 1, 2008.  Three bids were received.  The landscape committee met with the three company managers and agreed that the lowest bidder, Piazza Landscaping, was the best choice.  The committee visited other properties that Piazza’s maintains and was very impressed.
Robin will request a change to the Piazza contract so that a 30-day out clause is added and will then accept the contract.

Homeowner comments:  
· Several homeowners asked about the letter from the Sonora Vista property manager requesting personal information from La Colina homeowners so that individual gate codes could be assigned.  Many were skeptical as to the motives for this request.   Robin will request that La Colina be given a community gate code as is currently the case.
· Several homeowners requested that Robin send a letter to lot 66 regarding the loose cholla balls along the property and in the street.
