HOA Bylaws:

Due to new state law, a number of changes are being made to the LC bylaws.

· Section 1.5 subsections B and C will be deleted.  both sections deal with

· the original builder and are moot. 

· Section 2.6 (proxies) will be modified. No proxies can be accepted anymore, Instead, ballots must be sent out.

· Section 3.2 (terms of office) has been changed to two (2) year staggered terms.

· Section 4.3 (terms of office) will also be changed to be consistent with the two (2) year staggered terms described in Section 3.2.

· It was recommended that the Board include a cover letter to the membership describing these changes to the bylaws.

OVERNIGHT PARKING

The CCRs clearly states that no overnight parking is permitted in La Colina. There have been some reports that cars on opposite sides of the street are sometimes parked overnight. Given the width of some of our streets, there is concern regarding emergency vehicle access during the night. A number of points were made:

· The police will not enforce LC’s CCRs.

· Enforcement of the CCRs regarding overnight parking is extremely difficult.

· Vehicles in La Colina will not be registered.

· The Board will wait for complaints and only then send out letters to the offending parties.

SPEEDING

The issue of cars speeding through LC was briefly raised, mostly with respect to traffic on Gold Dust. Possible solutions (gate, speed bumps, landscaping on the median of Gold Dust, etc.) were briefly discussed. No consensus was apparent. Future discussions will clearly be in order.

GATE VOTE

-A homeowner asked what was required to have another community vote on a 

gate @ 136th and Gold Dust.  After some discussion, it was decided that if a 

petition was presented with t least 50 votes seeking a gate, the board would

hold another gate vote.
