The meeting was called to order at 6:34 pm.

Dennis introduced the members of the board, who had been elected in June.  He also remembered the loss of our former property manager Alan Day, who was tragically killed in a motorcycle accident in the summer.  Robin Thomas will now be our AMCOR representative.

Financials: 

A motion to approve the April, May, June, July, and August financials was seconded and passed unanimously.

Dennis submitted a number of personal expenditures for reimbursement.

Minutes

A motion to approve the JUNE MINUTES was seconded and passed unanimously.
Website: Financial information on the La Colina HOA website is now protected by a buffer page for HOA residents only.
Dog Clean-up:  $49 was paid for clean up in the common areas.    This continues to be a problem, particularly in the wash at the end of Estrella.

Over seeding:  The over seeding is scheduled to occur before the Halloween party at a cost of $457, which also included de-thatching.

Halloween Party: Party organizers were authorized to spend up to $250 on the party.  This is paid out of fines and late fees.

2007 Budget:  The budget, which shows a working deficit of $6000, was discussed and approved  board members.

A MOTION TO APPROVE THE 2007 BUDGET WAS SECONDED AND PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

A MOTION TO raise assessments by the legal limit in the CC&Rs was SECONDED AND PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

AMOTION TO DEFER THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE ASSESMENT INCREASE WAS SECONDED AND PASSED UNANIMOUSLY.

Landscape Lighting:  The lighting will be changed to in-ground low voltage, except for the wall lights. A homeowner said that low-voltage LEDs should be available soon.  Given that, the board decided to revisit this issue in November when there is more information about availability.

Landscaping:  Plantings with color are being considered for the front entrance.  A bush that was blocking the view of traffic is being taken out.  A tree replaced one that was lost in the summer storm.

The meeting adjourned at 7:11.
